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Literacy Volunteers to Relocate Offices
in September
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Literacy Volunteers of Rochester (LVR) is excited to announce the relocation of our offices in September to
1600 South Avenue at Wolk Hall at the corner of South and Elmwood Avenues (within the Al Sigl campus).
The location, which is slightly more than %2 mile from the current office, will provide LVR with 2,900 square
feet of office, library, training, and tutoring space. The building, which is located directly on a bus line, will give
LVR learners and volunteers greater accessibility and not only will expand space and program opportunities, but
will provide long-term cost savings to the organization.

LWVR will be occupying a little more than half of the ground floor of Wolk Hall and will be neighbors to current
second tloor residents, including the Al Sigl Foundation and the Daisy Marquis Jones Foundation. Flans for the
new space include a conference/training room dedicated to training LVR tutors, expanded library facilities
which will include computer workstations, and dedicated space for classes, intake/testing, and tutoring.

The current lease at Highland Avenue will expire at the end of September and LVR is expected to make its physi-
cal move in mid-September. During the summer, LVR staff and volunteers will be working hard to make the
transition to our new location a smooth one for everyone.
